The New Jersey State Police (NJSP) is adopting an all new, cutting-edge, information sharing, and notification system called “LENS” (Law Enforcement Notification and Sharing platform). This all-new system is the first of its kind in the nation and is expected to revolutionize the term “collaborative policing”, with the NJSP setting a new standard in intelligence sharing for the nation to follow.
The all-new LENS platform will provide all statewide participating agencies and officers with the technology needed to share critical information in real-time from any device and across agency and jurisdictional borders. Users will not only be able to receive notifications, but respond to them, receive updates and much more.
The LENS platform utilizes modern technology and can be used from any web-accessible device, including desktop computers, laptops, web-capable MDT’s, tablets, and mobile smartphones.  
NJSP personnel who are provided Division issued cellular phones will be downloading the LENS mobile application onto those devices and will have immediate access to the platform and the critical notifications that will be shared via the same. 
NJSP personnel that do not have Division issued mobile devices when the LENS system is released will have the option to download the LENS mobile app to their personal devices. For users who choose to utilize the LENS application on their personal mobile device, it is critical to know the LENS platform DOES NOT in any way:
· Track a user’s location or daily activity. 
· Save or store any information on the user’s device.
· Access any private information on the user’s device.
· Utilize the device’s mobile data.
ALL activity that takes place on the LENS mobile application takes place and is stored on the “OPS Network” and in no way impacts the user’s device. The device being utilized is simply a conduit to the LENS module and the information being delivered or sent.
The official launch of the new LENS platform is expected during the summer of 2024 and will include additional information and appropriate training for all NJSP personnel prior to launch.
